NORDIC SKI SITES NEAR CEDAR CITY, UTAH  (Dec. 2010)

The numbers below correspond to the numbers in square boxes on the attached map.  RT = Round Trip, TH = Trailhead.  See www.cmnsc.org for more details.
1)  Deer Valley (by Navajo Lake):  Easy to intermediate, with beautiful rolling terrain.  Park at the county snowplow turnaround at mile 22.8 east of Cedar City on UT-14, at the boundary of Iron and Kane counties.  Ski south of the highway toward the hill and veer to the left, where ski signs lead up a draw on the east side of the hill.  See www.cmnsc.org for a map of the 6 mi. of marked trails, plus unmarked side loops.  9500+ ft elev.  Closed to snowmobiles.  Soon to be 20 km groomed.
2)  Cedar Breaks Rattlesnake Area (partially in Cedar Breaks): Easy ski in forest and meadows, with scenic overlooks, located across the northern boundary of Cedar Breaks National Monument .  Drive south from Brian Head and park at the Brian Head gate or at the intersection of UT 143/148 and ski along 143 towards the Rattlesnake Trailhead as shown on the map under the Cedar Breaks link on our website.  Un-groomed, but may be marked by orange poles. 4 mi. RT at 10,500 ft elevation.  

3)  Cedar Breaks Alpine Pond Trail:  Easy to intermediate ski in forest and meadows, with scenic overlooks. Park at the intersection of UT-143 /148 a couple miles south of Brian Head.  Ski south on (closed) highway UT-148 about 1 mi . to a winter ranger station yurt, then follow orange XC trail poles south for another mile to Chessman Overlook and return.  RT length from parking area = 4  mi at 10500 ft elevation on National Park land.  On weekends have a hot cocoa at the yurt.
4)  Midway Trail to Spectra Point:  Easy to intermediate terrain on a snow covered road with 600’ elevation gain ending at an overlook in Cedar Breaks National Monument. Drive on UT-14 to about mile marker 18 east of Cedar City and park at the intersection with UT-148.  Ski 2.5 mi. north (about 4 % slope) up UT-148 (closed in winter) into Cedar Breaks.  After another ½ mile ski left to the small pump house, then bushwhack through the trees, along a ridge to the right, which leads to the scenic Spectra Point overlook, less than ½ mile from the road. Return downhill to parking area.  RT length = 6 miles at 9800-10400 ft elev.  Groomed only on snowmobile trail (UT-148). On Dixie Forest and National Park land.
5)  Bristlecone Pine Trail:  Short easy to intermediate forested trail with a beautiful overlook at the end.  Park on UT-14 just past mile marker 17 east of Cedar City.  Ski south with the gorge at your right to a scenic overlook deck, and return.  May be icy near the overlook.  RT length = 0.5 mi. at 9900 ft elevation.  From the parking area you can also bushwhack downhill east to Midway Valley and back, another 2 mi. or more round trip.  Un-groomed, on Dixie National Forest  land. Consult Bristlecone Pine maps on our website.
